	Please give a brief description of your project?

	As part of a station partnership with Southern Rail, we have developed community gardens on two small plots of waste land either side of the 19 century London Road Station building. We have also set up a small community composting facility for neighbours, with support from Harvest (BH Food Partnership) and BH City Council.
Our shaded triangle garden is for shade-tolerant ornamental planting: almost all perennial plants there have been donated or propagated from local gardens/by local gardeners. Our second plot has raised beds for vegetable growing and for our mini-orchard of cordonned fruit trees, including rare old Sussex varieties of apples – supported by Brighton Permaculture Trust. Again, local businesses and neighbours have contributed wood, soil and plants for us to build our beds.
During season, we meet regularly to work on the garden. Anybody can join us or drop in, and we are regularly visited by neighbours and users of the station. Neighbours often contribute plants and seeds, and we have around 10 households composting, most of whom have no or minimal access to garden space. 

We run community events focused on the gardens - e.g. Ditchling Rise Area Residents’ Association street party in September 2011 (20+ visitors) and our recent Mini-orchard event in March 2012 (40-50 visitors) – and link up with other community gardens in the city/region through Harvest, BH Community Voluntary Service Forum and Sussex Community Rail Partnership.
Our future plans include: developing community herb planters at the station, exploring the potential to seed wild flowers alongside the railway and launching a sub-group to renovate abandoned BHCC planters at a major intersection in our area.
